'Everything in universe from same multiverse'
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LIKE THE theory of reincarna-
tion, everyprocess in the universe,
including the formation of plan-
ets, stars and galaxies, ispassed on
from one form to another but they
all come from the same multi-
verse, said professor Tom Gehrels
from University of Arizona. He
was in the cityfor a talk at the Inter
University Cen tre for Astronomy
and Astrophysics.

"I had first come to India in
1945 as a young soldier with the
British army. I was awestruck by
the beauty of this country and de-
cided to come back one day. I
have been coming here everyyear

since 1979," Gehrels said: He is a
lifetime fellow at the Physical Re-
search Laboratory, Ahmedabad,
and holds lectures there veryyear.

Gehrels, who studies different,
subjects in eight-year periods like
his teacher Subrahmanyan Chan-
drasekhar, is presently studying
the multiverse theory of the uni-

verse. He believes there never
was a big bang and instead thinks
the multiverse is the ensemble of
vatious universes. "Our universe
came from the multiverse and is
ageing constantly and going back
to it. Everything is protected like
being in a can," Gehrels said.
